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Abstract

Tetrainertia as a universal process, function of moving matter, its structural characteristic. And the
sphere is a product of matter, its concrete form and a figurative model for studying the properties
of tetra-inertia. This thinking is a supplement to the first publication: The mechanics of existence.

Results of reflection

Tetrainertia is an existing function of the objective world. Its phenomenon and essence, as a
special process of matter, is seen in its qualitative character, consisting of a simultaneous stable
and dynamic property, to be a moving structure of matter and motion. It is the functional center of
moving matter. From a strictly qualitative state, quantitative-qualitative, unstable transient
processes.

Tetrainertia is a material core of dialectics - the unity and struggle of opposites, the essence and
phenomenon of ‘everything about everything’. Inwardly rigid, absolutely stable. The structure,
outwardly relatively mobile in time and space.

Not a bare abstraction, but visual, form and content and a concrete standard - a cell of moving
matter. Where its functional four-sided tetraspherical polarity of interrelation of substance and field
is preserved.

The principal approach in the study of the subject world that has a known alternative. Singular
(narrow) - ‘everything, about nothing’, universal (broad) - ‘nothing, about everything’. In this
aspect, the implicit function of the substance relation appears, its peculiarity reflecting, of course,
infinite processes of interaction in the conditions of the intersection of two concepts, as a stage
(state) of the relation:

1) - .. Polarity is static
2) : < .. Polarity is mobile, vector dynamical
3) ... Polarity is uniformly balanced with equivalent coupling

There are three processes available here: 1. Static. 2. Vectorial. 3
Complete. Four spherical points in the synthesis contain, concrete

and abstract. Thus we observe a special state of matter - e as, the

centre of equilibrium, a structurally functional stage of connection,

between the finite and the infinite, it is the fundamental centre of

interaction of matter, between the singular and the universal, two

concepts reflecting everywhere the cycle of equilibrium, objectively

moving symmetry of the material world (Figure 1).

This essence and phenomenon tetrainertia, reflects the state of
matter as a special condition, moving matter, simultaneously stable
functionality, dialectical equilibrium with the mechanism of holding



contradictory processes. The cause of motion of matter, striving for equilibrium in a volumetric
medium, tetrainertial process.

Truth in the study of the center, as the cause and origins of opposition (arrangement) is exactly
where the medium (concentration) of connection and interaction, ‘everything, about nothing’, and
‘nothing, about everything’! The peculiarity of this concept, ‘everything, about everything’' and
‘nothing, about nothing’!

The most complex process of the concept, of the finite and the infinite. The finite is concrete, the
infinite from the concrete to the abstract. The singular, the particular and the universal, reflects
the degree of both the abstract and the particular. ‘Nothing, about everything’, “everything, about
nothing”, in the context of abstract and concrete, are direct and mediated cognition. In general,
cognition proceeds from the state and stage of particular reflection, the objective world regarding

being in the given space and time.

The number 4 is a carrier of both concrete and abstract at the same time. As 4 spheres (points)
and as 4 numbers. Explaining the above, let us turn to the following clarification, where the points
in the volume are considered in the form of a sphere. Only 4 single spheres, in close
approximation, form a tetrasphere. Connecting 4 critical points or their centers, we get a
tetrahedron (Figure 1). This structure is both rigid and mobile. Rigid when all centers are
connected to each other and movable by spheres.

Rigidity and mobility, are relative rest and motion, realize the equilibrium oscillation in the
tetraspheric structure. Tetraspheric inertia reflects the 4 key functions of moving matter.

‘Everything, about nothing’, “nothing, about everything”, “everything, about everything”, and
“nothing, about nothing” manifest themselves, actual permanent truth.

4 key functions should be considered through the categories: concrete - abstract, absolute -
relative, analysis - synthesis, essence - phenomenon.

‘Everything, about nothing’ - from the concrete to the abstract.
‘Nothing, about everything’ - from the abstract to the concrete.
‘Everything, about everything’ - absolutely concrete.

‘Nothing, about nothing’ - absolutely abstract.

Tetrainertia in form, structure and axis, is absolutely concrete, in content relatively abstract and
so obtains necessity through contingency. Thus, considering the different state of matter, it is
necessary to clarify the structural peculiarities, on the principal question, of the definition of
tetrainertia as a spherical motion of matter on the tetraaxis in the conditions of spatial-temporal
coordinates, unity of matter and field.
