If someone decided to consider directions of foreign investments and international credits, he would find that major value of money is mutual financing between developed countries. At the same time, developing countries, which have a much higher need for foreign money (then developed countries do) actually have only nominal financial support. Profitability of investments in developed countries is quite low and tend to become even lower, finance of developing countries can earn to the investor a much higher return (of course it looks more jeopardous).

This situation can be interpreted in the follow way: this potential financial outflows (from rich countries to poor) are blocked by federal governments which are afraid of uncontrolled development of high-tech technologies in other countries and possibility of losing global high—tech markets (the core of they export). So they invest only in projects of resources extraction and manual enterprises (that generate low additional value). 

But, let's imagine how would behave developed countries if they had “technologies of 22th century”. It means they would be able to make much better goods and services, than that they can do now. So, would they protect “technologies of 20th century” from information leaks and from attempts of the rest of the world to adopt this knowledge? I guess – no, more than that: they would be interested in outsourcing of ordinary technologies to the rest of the world because they would have positive or neutral balance of external trade (because of they highly productive economy), so no threat to current account, but a possibility to buy cheap goods and services from abroad (these goods would have high added value, but goods from developed nations will have even higher added value, so no problem).

The most developed countries would play a role of engine of global progress – accumulating different resources (including finances) to technology`s step forward and then share these technologies with the rest of the world, simply the same as it was in history.

And what is about developing countries? They have got three options: 1) waiting for expansion of progress from developed world 2) trying to make the same goods and services as developed world do 3) to offer exclusive goods and services, something that no one can offer too

The global economy in some proportions consists (and will consist forever) of same productions in different countries: agriculture, local medicine, energetics, building, city services, infrastructure. They are necessary to cities and towns life, but there are another economics sectors in which cities and countries are in competition with each other (for example autos, drugs, helicopters and computers)

Until the majority of countries think in autarky way the huge potential of the global division of labour is imprisoned (Another world in which every country have specific goods and services, so you can buy all that you can imagine).

The most needed job now is the inventor of new kinds of goods and services. Invent something new, and you will give people job, money for yourself, and the world will be saved from wars.

Why?

Because the reason of wars is struggling for global or local markets, but if goods are not the same - the interest of trading is growing, and no reason to annihilate competitors (because there are only partners and absence of rivals).
