The article states that «s ency to the definite kind of
work affects everyone, has universal significance, also manifesting the features of
rootedness in the national—cultural and natural-historical conditions of human life
and society being. The principle of «semblancey transformed the existing features
of the national image of being, which, in particular, reflect the peculiarities of life—
realization of the Ukrainian person in the works of H. Skovoroda, naturalness of
demonstration and satisfaction of the person’s «needs». Realization of the «cognate
work», called for directing the human life—activity to achieving of happiness, is based
on the results of self-knowledge. As a synthesis of many centuries development,
national culture and mentality form a favorable atmosphere of self-knowledge and
free choice of life and self-assertion — as the following of the invisible intrinsic
nature, «your own Gody. But the following through which a person acquires
the necessary freedom, freely passes his or her life path, as a way begun «from
yourselfy, the way of deploying the results of knowing yourself, your interests,
dispositions, needs, which, one way or another, also reflect the peculiarities of the
national being. Therefore, it is asserted in the article, on the one hand, the concept
of «cognate work» primarily focuses on creative-self-creative human development,
taking into account the experience of self~knowledge, and on the other hand — it'’s
also a demonstration of the open way of strengthening, manifestations of each
individuality in sociocultural conditions as the mastering of your own destiny in
the development of your nation. And that, therefore, in modern national—cultural
perspectives can practically be implemented in all spheres of being. Because it is
«unnaturaly for an individual personality to ignore the «demands» of his or her
own unidentified inner nature — it will always, in the end, lead to the unnatural,
destructive manifestations, directed against personality — by his or her own worries
and feelings, and in public life, what the fatherland does not wait from the person
at all, H. Skovoroda emphasizes. The requirements of «semblancey, transformed
by the values of the national image of being, as a way of life activity «from the
individual to society», is, consequently, the most favorable prospect of strengthening
and deepening of the national-mental unity.
