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ABSTRACT

In the paper I propose a definition of higher religions as having their own Holy Scripture. The rating of the higher religions was built on the number of followers, the time of existence and predominance in certain territories. In total, 25 higher religions are identified. Four world religions were chosen as the coordinate basis for building 
a graphic connection between all 25 higher religions: by rating and by mutual proximity. It turned out that they can be placed in only one specific way. Moreover, all these religions are lined up in the correct absolutely symmetrical matrix—the harmony of the higher religions. This is clear evidence that all higher religions constitute a holistic, mutually reinforcing unity.
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1. INTRODUCTION

Every religion assumes a constant connection with a supernatural reality, i.e. invisible world of spirits (Rassokha, 2002, 12). And in all religions, people believe in the testimonies of fellow believers about their contacts with the assumed spiritual reality. From the totality of such evidence in every religion, 
a creed is formed—ideas about another reality and ways to establish contacts with it. In pagan religions, such representations are transmitted orally and are often very controversial. So, in the ancient Egyptian religion there were over five completely different versions of the creation of the world and man, attributed to various gods. Although a certain oral pagan tradition can be very stable and exist for thousands of years, it is always based on personal mystical experience. Moreover, all pagans are convinced of the equal rights and equal truthfulness of such an experience shared by every people. Naturally, therefore, such 
a mystical experience is “mutually convertible” not only between different people, but also between different peoples. From this follows the possibility of identifying the gods of different nations by other nations. That is, specific ideas about different realities and religious rituals are simply part of the culture of 
a particular ethnic group; that is why one talks about various folk religions. 

In higher religions, ideas about another reality are set forth in Holy Scripture. But it should also always be borne in mind that every Holy Scripture also reflects the past real transpersonal experience of real people. The word “higher” here does not carry any moral or aesthetic assessment, it has only an historical meaning. For the followers of every higher religion, it is imperative to recognize the authority of their Holy Scriptures as the undeniable Truth and the basis of the tradition. Accordingly, only the individual mystical experience that corresponds to this Holy Scripture will be recognized as true. 

But simply writing some sacred (or claiming to be sacred) text to establish 
a new higher religion is not enough. It is necessary that millions of people and entire states believe in this Holy Scripture. But even this is not enough: there are massive religious hysteria, which then quickly pass, like the epic of the Great White Brotherhood in Ukraine and Russia in the 90s or Rajneesh in the USA in the 80s.
There is another fundamental difficulty here: until now, the criteria for classifying a particular religion as the “highest” or “great” remain completely arbitrary and depend only on the tastes of researchers. For example, in his famous book Houston Smith states: “Here is a unique study of all the world’s great religions: Hinduism, Buddhism, Confucianism, Taoism, Islam, Judaism and Christianity” (Smith, 2013). But the question arises: why, in fact, Judaism or Confucianism is greater than Sikhism or Shinto? Further, we will try to compare the higher religions with each other precisely and according to clear criteria.

Four indications of the higher religions

1. The Word: people have their own Holy Writ—the Higher Revelation is for them the invariable and obligatory higher authority in the questions of faith. Thus, Christians acknowledge the Jewish Bible, but they claim that the Old Testament was replaced by Jesus Christ with the New Testament.

2. Number: the millions of believers nowadays.

3. Time: the stability and duration of the tradition.

4. Space: the supremacy or predominance of the religion on territory of whole states.

2. LIST OF THE HIGHER RELIGIONS
It turned out that only four world religions (List of religious populations, 2020) possess all four features of the higher religions in full measure (although Hinduism prevails in only two modern states—India and Nepal—in fact, India is a whole subcontinent, approximately equal in scale to the whole Europe).

Four more great national religions have incomplete—partial or contested—predominance in the territory of only one state (Sikhs—in the state of Punjab of the Indian Union). Eight religions have obvious features of the higher religion, but not fully. And another nine religions with their scriptures turned out to be doubtful, controversial cases, but they still are more likely higher religions than not. It is characteristic that these religions are also the least known ones to the rest of the world.

A. World religions:
1. Christianity—approximately 2.5 billion people. The holy book is the Christian Bible.

2. Islam—approximately 1.7 billion people. The holy book is the Qur’an.

3. Hinduism—approximately 900 million people. The holy book is the Vedas. Additionally—Bhagavad-gita and Bhagavata-purana.

4. Buddhism—approximately 600 million people. Holy book—Tripitaka.

B. Great national religions:

5. Taoism—approximately 300 million people. The holy book is Tao de jing. Additionally—the canon of Dao zan.

6. Shintoism—approximately 100 million people. Holy Books—Kojiki and Nihon Shoki.

7. Sikhism—approximately 25 million people. Holy Book — Guru Granth Sahib.

8. Judaism—approximately 15 million people. The holy book is the Torah, optionally the Tanah and Talmud.

C. Religions with a predominance of signs of the higher:

9. Confucianism—at least 20 million people, an ancient tradition, but nowhere prevails and to a large extent has lost the role of religion. Holy books—Wu Ching, Syu-shu.

10. Jainism—approximately 6 million people, an ancient tradition, but does not prevail anywhere. The holy book is Jain Agam.

11. Mormonism—approximately 10 million people, puts its holy Book of Mormon above the Christian Bible, prevails in Utah, USA, but appeared only in the 19th century.

12. Kaodaism—about 4 million people. It prevails in the Teynin province of Vietnam, but arose only in the 20th century. Holy Book—Phap-Chanh-Truyen.

13. Baha’iism (Baháʼí Faith)—about 6 million people, but nowhere prevails and arose only in the 19th century. The holy book is Agdas, additionally Bayan.

14. Moonism (Unification movement)—about 2 million people, but does not prevail anywhere and arose only in the 20th century. The holy book is “The Divine Principle.”

15. Bon—an ancient tradition, prevails on the outskirts of Tibet, but less than a million believers (approximately 500 thousand people). Holy books—Bon Kangyur, Tengyur, Gzer mig.

16. Zoroastrianism is an ancient tradition, but does not prevail anywhere, less than a million believers (approximately 200 thousand people). Holy book—Avesta.

D. Higher religions with dubious status:

17. Tenrikyo—the Japanese religion that emerged in the mid-19th century, the holy book—Ofudesaki. 2.5 million believers, including those outside of Japan. This religion is close to Chinese sectarian Taoism, dating back to the medieval White Lotus sect (Daoyuan, Yiguangdao, Tiandiism etc.). Not only the doctrine, but also the most important ritual of the Tenrikyo (prayer in the form of a dance in masks) is based on the idea that the universe exists through the integration of two opposite groups of elements, like yin-yang. Like Taoism, Tenrikyo emphasizes prosperity in mortality. But at the same time, there is faith in the One God-Creator. In general, there are practically all the features of 
a separate religion. But until 1971, these followers referred themselves as a variety of Shintoism (Kato, 2017). That is why the independence of this tradition is doubtful. 

18. Mahikari, less than 1 million believers—another Japanese new religion, was founded in 1960 by Okada Kōtama. The Goseigenshu, the scriptures of Mahikari, is a 486-page collection of revelations that came to Okada during the night. He recorded them with great speed in “automatic writing” (Davis, 1980, 5). Okada claims that his role involves spreading God’s Light and the universal principles to humanity. Because Su God defined contemporary troubles as an imbalance between good and evil, he urged Okada to work for balance. The art of True Light is a practice to purify one's spiritual aspect as an expedient toward attaining happiness. Radiating Light from the palm of the hand is a method of purification that cleanses the spirit, mind and body, and is said to help open the way to resolve all manner of problems. But the practice of butsudan, or worship of ancestral spirits at Buddhist memorial altars, plays an important role in Mahikari (Davis, 1980, 41). That is why the independence of this tradition is doubtful.

19. Oomoto is also a Japanese religion, founded at the end of the 19th century, with its sacred scripture Oomoto Shin'yu, obtained on the basis of spiritualistic sessions. But in Oomoto many Shinto deities are worshipped, and in general this religion is very close to Shinto, although its adherents proclaim the desire for brotherhood and unity of all people in the world. The number of followers is less than 200 thousand people, but on its basis separate religious-philosophical (rather ethical-ecological) movements have been formed, in general, very close in teaching and practice to Oomoto: Sekai Kyūsei Kyō (900 thousand people), Seicho-no-Ie (600 thousand), Shinji Shūmeikai (200 thousand)—each with its own founder and its own sacred texts (although these texts are usually not presented to believers as obligatory Holy Scripture).

20. Kirantism is an ancient religion in eastern Nepal. Its adherents are representatives of a group of related native tribes of the Kirates, with a total number of about 1 million people. They and the surrounding nations have a clear understanding of the identity of Kirantism as a religion. Its scripture is Kirat Mundhum (Limbu, 2010). However, this is not a single scripture, but at least four significantly different versions in different languages—among the tribes of Rai, Limbu, Sunwar and Yakha (Gaenszle, 2016). Moreover, these texts are sometimes called the Veda of the Kirates. In general, the proximity of the Kirates with the Hindu tradition is obvious, many of them participate in Hindu rites and holidays, especially in the worship of Shiva.

21. Ayyavazhi—a 19th century doctrine (with deeper roots) in southern India, whose supporters believe the Vedas are distorted and untrue. Their own holy book is Akilathirattu (Thiru Edu), additionally Arul Nool. They count from 1 to 8 million followers of Ayyavazhi. But most of them, during official censuses declare themselves Hindus, and other Hindus recognize them as co-religionists.

22. Yezidism—over 700 thousand believers among the Kurds. But the sacred books are hidden, ‍ including from ordinary believers (for whom there was previously a ban on the study of literacy), the authenticity of famous scriptures (Kitab Dzhilva, Maskhafe rush) is doubtful. Ordinary believers use the Qur’an, including placing quotes from the Qur’an on tombstones. Yezidis are sometimes considered a Muslim or Zoroastrian sect (Bazilenko, 2007).

23. Mandaeism is an ancient religion with rich sacred literature, the main holy book is Ginza. But the number of believers is extremely small (several tens of thousands of people, with less than 10 thousand left in their homeland in Iraq); historical role is negligible.

24. Scientology—arose only in 1954, the holy book—Dianetics. The number of followers is significantly less than a million people, and many do not perceive it as a religion, but rather as a psychological practice. Government agencies in a number of countries also refuse to recognize Scientology as a religion.

25. Spiritism—has the books of Alan Kardek (especially the Book of Spirits and the Book of Mediums) as a “Bible of Spiritism” and over 10 million adherents, but most of them (starting from Kardek himself!) do not consider it a religion; it does not prevail anywhere and only arose in the 19th century.

Religions not related to the higher:

1. We consider as a single tradition and a single higher religion the whole totality of faiths for which the same holy scripture serves as the higher source of creed. Moreover, the forms of creed, customs and rituals of different faiths within the framework of a single tradition can be very different, and they themselves can be hostile to each other. Of course, not only Catholicism in itself is 
a rich tradition, but also, say, Franciscans or Maronites. But the unity of the tradition will still be evident if the Holy Scriptures are one. No matter how different, for example, the African charismatic sects from Orthodoxy are, anyway any observer may easily catch the common Christian basis in them. Therefore, it is obvious that Christians should be considered all those whom other Christians recognize as Christians, Hindus—all whom other Hindus recognize as Hindus, Muslims—all whom other Muslims recognize as Muslims, etc.

2. It is also impossible to consider a separate higher religion and such faiths that interpret this Holy Scripture in a fundamentally different way than the rest—even if it is the same Holy Scripture. For example, all other Christian denominations do not recognize Jehovah’s Witnesses as Christians; for them, even the translation of the Bible is significantly different from the generally accepted one. But still, for Jehovah's Witnesses, it is the Christian Bible—the Higher authority and the revealed book of God. So, they must be attributed specifically to the Christian tradition. Also adherents of Ahmadiyah, who are not recognized by Muslims, base their teachings on the Qur’an. So, they should be attributed to Islam. Despite the fact that the Chinese Buddhists called the Falun Gong movement “a cancerous tumor of Buddhism,” its affiliation with the Buddhist tradition is obvious. Etc.

3. On this basis, extreme Islamic religions such as the Druze, Ismailis, Shabakites, Ali-Ilahi or Alawites (recognizing the Qur'an), various neo-Hindu movements (recognizing the authority of the Vedas), Buddhist, Shinto and Confucian sects of the Far East should not be considered separate higher religions. etc. Thus, Yiguangdao, Dejiao, Chondogyo and other modern Chinese and Korean sects recognize the authority of the Book of Changes, Daodejin and other Taoist and Confucian classical books. And the Japanese “new religions,” besides the ones listed above, all clearly refer to either Buddhist or Shinto tradition.

4. The traditions that do not have accepted a common Holy Scripture, for example, all various Pagan religions, New Age cults, Rastafarianism, Satanism, Freemasonry, New Thinking, PL Kyōdan, Universalism, Occultism, etc., should not be considered higher religions. Texts claiming the status of the Holy Scriptures (like the Satanic Bible or Happy Science texts) may have appeared in their midst, but not one of them has become a stable source of faith for the confession with any noticeable number of adherents—at least several tens of thousands. Obviously, the cults associated with the veneration of UFOs of aliens, such as Raelites, are not the higher religions—they are ultimately turned not to spiritual world, but to our visible Universe.

So, among all the religious traditions and faiths existing in the world we have identified 25 higher religions (among them 9 doubtful). Moreover, we ranked these 25 higher religions according to a rating (from 1 to 25) determined by four parameters: the number of followers, the duration of the tradition, the predominance in the territory of an entire country or part of it, and the degree to which it is regarded as a separate religious tradition.

3. PLOTTING THE HARMONY OF THE HIGHER RELIGIONS

1. Let us try to show the interrelations between 16 higher religions (except dubious) graphically. Four world main religions have the most important and developed traditions. So it is sensible to depict them as four longest lines of development. They can be placed as four extreme points in a coordinate system. Christianity as a religion of Love can be placed at the top. Hinduism that has the least common features with Christianity and is the religion of Karma (Fate) can be put at the bottom. We place Islam as the religion of Law on the right. Buddhism as the religion of Freedom is put on left. Buddhism has obviously more common features with Hinduism (as a Karma religion) and with Christianity (as the one based on compassion) than with Islam. We put all other Higher religions in the coordinate system with the four main world religions.

2. Four great national religions as less powerful traditions should have shorter lines of development from the central point (empty for a while). Let us put them symmetrically between the four world religions in such a way that they appear in the center of each side of the big square made by the world religions. Thus, they make a small square inscribed in the big square. It is significant and important that these national religions can be placed according to their proximity to the world religions in the only possible way. So, it is obvious, that Judaism should be placed between Christianity and Islam, and Islam really has more common features with Judaism than with Christianity. It is also obvious that Sikhism should be put between Hinduism and Islam as it appeared. It is reasonable that Shintoism as a polytheistic religion should be placed between Hinduism and Buddhism. The proximity of traditions of both Shintoism and Taoism to Buddhism is obvious. But the proximity of Taoism to Christianity is also obvious: both the religions strive for the immortality of people in their physical bodies, and in China (unlike in Japan) the syncretic Taoism-Christianity sects of Yiguangdao kind have been considerably developed.

3. Eight other small higher religions can be placed between the eight main higher religions—two at each of the sides of the small square formed by national religions. That side of the small square will face one of the four world religions. It is very important that from the point of view of the proximity to the world religions, four national religions and every other small higher religions can be placed in a small square. 

4. Thus, Moonism and Mormonism are placed on the side of the small square that faces Christianity. Their proximity to Christianity is obvious (these confessions are called para-Christian, and sometimes are attributed to Christianity), this closeness also should be marked by two corresponding lines tracing from Christianity (the same additional lines will be drawn to all other world religions). These two religions have many common features: their origin (the founders of both religions were born in Presbyterian families), and their creed (both religions teach that the authentic Christ’s teaching was concealed by His disciples). Thus, Moonism and Mormonism are connected with Christianity and with each other. Besides, on the small square Moonism is connected with Taoism (as they are very close) but Mormonism is connected to Judaism. And it is true, because Moonism is based on dichotomy of Yin and Yan, and Mormonism refers to the lost sacred books of Jews.

5. Zoroastrianism and Baha`i Faith are placed on the side of the small square that faces Islam. Both these religions are really connected to Islam. Thus, the notion the of bridge Chinvat, that is as thin as a hair, and through which the sole can get to Paradise, prayer five times a day, the formula of the God’s name came to Islam directly from Zoroastrianism. And Baha`i Faith was developed from an Islamic sect. Zoroastrianism is also close to Baha`i Faith: both religions appeared in Iran, but the Baha`i Faith followers believe that Zoroaster is one of the main prophets of humanity. On the small square Baha`i Faith is closest to Sikhism. There are many common features in the creed of both religions: both Baha`i Faith followers and Sikhs consider Krishna, Moses, Jesus and Mohamed the greatest prophets. Both religions claim to unite all other religions, and reject professional priesthood. On the other hand, Zoroastrianism and Judaism are similar not only in hereditary priesthood, the petty regulation of mode of life and the notion of ritual clearness/dirtiness. Jews are considered to have borrowed the idea of the Paradise, Hell and the Dread Judgment from Zoroastrianism. King Cyrus, the great reformer of Zoroastrianism was glorified in the Old Testament. Now we have that every small Higher religion is connected to one world religion, one national religion and one more small higher religion. These connections are reflected graphically.         

6. Bon and Jainism are placed on the side of the small square that faces Hinduism. Both of these religions acknowledge the existence of multitude of Gods, but they do not worship them and think that their task is to get rid of karma. Both the religions have the mountain Kailash in Himalayas as their sacred place. Bon took the ideas and practices of Tantra and the notion of Karma from Hinduism. Jainism and Hinduism also have a lot of mutual influences; they are ancient Karma religions based on belief in transmigration souls. Jainism is very close to Sikhism through the idea of deliverance of Karma sequence of rebirths. The founder of Sikhism—guru Nanak— communicated with Jainism wise men. The resemblance of Shintoism and Bon is obvious for the practitioners of these religions. Bon’s belief in spirits of Lha is very close to Shintoism belief in Kami. Both religions could adapt to coexist with Buddhism. 

7. On the fourth side of the small square that faces Buddhism there are Confucianism and Cao Dai. Their proximity to Buddhism is obvious. In China Buddhism, Taoism and Confucianism are said to have blended into one national religion. It is absolutely obvious that Confucianism is the closest one to Taoism. The proximity of Cao Dai to Confucianism is also obvious. But this religion has several common features with Taoism but these features are often common with Confucianism. The more disputable moment is placing Cao Dai in closest proximity with Shintoism. The doctrinal proximity of both religions displays more considerably in spiritistic practices, in the sessions of communication with the souls of dead, in particular. Cao Dai has the majority of common features not with orthodox Shintoism but with syncretic shintoist sects and especially with Oomoto. Like Cao Dai the Oomoto was founded on behest of some spirit during the spiritistic session and claims the unification to all religions.

8. As we see all higher religions form the single interconnected logical system that we have called the Harmony of the Higher religions. The attention should be paid at the interconnection between the higher religions where every religion has its own necessary place relatively to all others. So, the placement of all the Higher religions concerning each other according to the principle of mutual proximity and the degree of manifestation of the features of the higher religion looks like logically well-composed and graphically ordered system.

9. An independent proof of the law of this particular harmony of higher religions is a simple graphic procedure. All 16 higher religions here have a serial number by rating: from the higher to the most dubious manifestation of the features of the higher religion. If we move along the figure we have built, connecting religions in the order of increasing numbers, then this movement will also form strictly symmetrical figures at three levels, respectively: world religions, great national religions and small higher religions. So, in the course of moving in the order of religion numbers according to rating according to their places in comparative proximity, we also received symmetrical figures: a large square for world religions (obtained by clockwise movement, with a return line from Buddhism to Christianity), a small square for national religions ( obtained by counterclockwise movement) and—what is especially amazing!—the correct eight-pointed star for small higher religions. The star is inscribed in a small square, which is inscribed in a large one.

10. Among nine dubious higher religions we can mark out the Spiritism as most doubtful one. Though it has millions of followers, and Allan Kardek’s writings (especially the Book of Spirits and the Book of Mediums) are thought to be the Bible of Spiritism, but most of his supporters do not consider it a separate religion. But then Spiritism can be thought as some “operational system” common for all other religions (as there is the communication with the spirits of the dead in each of them) and at the same time it is equidistant from all of them. This largest debatableness of Spiritism and its obvious connection with all other Higher religions allow us to put Spiritism in the center of our coordinate system.

11. All other dubious higher religions can be easily entered into the system. They are logically placed at the base of each of the eight rays of the previously obtained eight-pointed star, sequentially by rating. First comes Tenrikyo on the line of Taoism, between Confucianism and Moonism. Indeed, it is close to Chinese Confucian-Taoist sects like Yguandao, including the appeal to Christianity and spiritualistic seances. Next is Mahikari—on the line of Buddhism, between Caodaism and Confucianism. Further Oomoto—on the line of Shintoism, between Bon and Kaodaism. Like Kaodaism, Oomoto was founded at the behest of a spirit in a seance and claims to unite all religions. Then Kiranta becomes on the line of Hinduism, between Jainism and Bon. Further, it is logical to bring Ayyawazhi—on the line of Sikhism, between Bahaism and Jainism. Ayyawazhi is really closest to Sikhism. It is logical to place Yezidism on the line of Islam going to the center between Zoroastrianism and Bahaism—both in the region and in doctrine. Further, on the line of Judaism, between Mormonism and Zoroastrianism, there is Mandeism with its Gnostic faith. And on the line of Christianity, between Moonism and Mormonism, Scientology finds itself (which is Gnostic too!). All these are connected by rating into a regular octagon.

12. If we combine in one figure all the lines of connections at four levels by rating and all lines of connections by comparative proximity, we get an extremely beautiful picture that clearly demonstrates not only the mutual relations between religions, but also their whole unity. This figure resembles an x-ray of a crystal or a two-dimensional projection of a four-dimensional figure. Moreover, the balance of Harmony is confirmed not only by the exceptional symmetry of the scheme that ultimately turned out, but also by the fact that when moving according to the scheme, the transition to the next level occurs after the closure of the figure of the previous level, so that the first points of neighbouring levels are located in the immediate vicinity and proximity (Christianity – Taoism – Confucianism – Tenrikyo. Moreover, Tenrikyo, among all the dubious Higher religions, has a lot in common with Spiritism). The higher religions of mankind are a single integral system with its own internal harmony. At the same time, the Higher religions have an internal hierarchy, with Christianity at the head.

13. When I decided to combine all the Higher religions in one drawing, I did not imagine and did not plan to build them Harmony, at the level of mystical insight. Glenn Hartelius (2017, p. 94) dreams about «triumph of data over dogma: facts from observations that anyone who extended the effort could make for themselves» in the approach to spirituality. – There is the same here. And the very number 25 of Higher religions is purely empirical, a lot of effort has been spent on testing other candidates for Higher religions. And the diagram of the relationship between all the Higher Religions proposed here is also just an observation fact. It can be refuted or proved like any empirical fact.

14. Obviously, a hundred years ago such a Harmony could not be built: Moonism, Caodaism, Mahikari just did not exist, as well as statehood among Sikhs and Jews. On the other hand, then no one would dare to attribute Confucianism to the number of small Higher religions, given the enormous social role that it then played in China and Korea. That is, the harmony of higher religions has developed in the modern era. This is a matrix, all the elements of which were filled only in the era of globalization—global contacts between peoples and global competition between religions. Higher religions, capable of competing among themselves, have developed into Harmony. This is the system of the Higher religions of the Internet era.

15. Until now, representatives of various Higher religions are busy primarily with an endless squabble on the topic of which of their religions is more correct and true. This is not to mention the continuous squabbles between, for example, different faiths in Christianity or between Sunnis and Shiites in Islam. In the eyes of participants of such squabbles, the existence of all other religious faiths, except for their own, looks like an unfortunate misunderstanding, which will eventually be eliminated. True, in the 20th century powerful movements for their internal integration arose in all world religions (for example, ecumenism in Christianity). Interreligious dialogue is even more interesting, in particular, on issues of the struggle for peace, environmental protection, etc. The very fact of such a dialogue (for example, prayer in Assisi) indicates a decrease in antagonism between the Higher religions. But the Harmony of the Higher Religions gives a fundamentally different formulation of the question. If the Higher religions form an integral system, each of the elements of which is necessary, this means that the hopes that any of them can supplant the rest are groundless. It also means that all the elements of the matrix are already filled, and no new Higher religion will ever appear in the age of the Internet. All places are occupied.

4. CONCLUSION
If all the Highest religions in the most logical configuration form a mutually complementary unity, then this means that the creeds of the Higher religions can form a mutually complementary unity too.  “The fact that different traditions have cultivated different human potentials  is  part  of  what  makes  inter-religious  cross-fertilization  fruitful  and  potentially  crucial for  a  more integral spiritual development. ... Transpersonal cocreation refers to dynamic interaction between embodied human beings and the mystery in the bringing forth of spiritual insights, practices, states, and worlds” (Ferrer, 2013, p. 101). And such Transpersonal cocreation refers to the dynamic interaction between spiritual insights embodied in all the Higher religions and their Holy scriptures. 
The Harmony revealed here is a clear evidence of the fact that all the Highest religions are much more closely related to each other than their adherents themselves believe, and none of them is a “spoiled version” of the other. That is, each of them contains not just pieces of truth in the Scriptures, but there are certain pieces of truth that complement pieces of truth from other scriptures. “Knowledge about the world gives power for changing it, so it must be maximum diverse and integral, i.e. interrelated. ... The true ‘postmodernism’ is not an eclectic mixture of the disparate, but the creation of the highest quality based on perfect mastery of different styles, approaches and methods. The dogma for the ‘postmodernism’ is necessary. It is a dogma of some special kind that is the one making the system of knowledge integral and preserving it open at the same time” (Rassokha, 2021). This means that it is possible to find the only possible correlation of the beliefs of all the Higher religions, in which all these beliefs also form Harmony. The complementarity of the beliefs of all the Highest religions follows from the necessity of each of them for the creation of the Harmony. And from Harmony itself it follows that this complementarity can be achieved only in one single way, as the only way can be formed into an integral picture from a puzzle particles.
