The article defines the content and features of the development of conflicts at various managerial levels. Personal level (involvement of individual tourists,
local residents and migrants); microlevel (the subject of the conflict is the staff of enterprises in the tourism and hospitality industry, transport companies, as
well as other local institutions, firms and organizations); mesoscale (parties to the conflict are associative structures, local governments, territorial communi-
ties, etc.); macro level (the conflict develops between the state authorities of the countries); global level (international organizations, regional associations,
TNCs intervene in the conflict). It is highlighted that the emergence of international conflicts has various causes, covers various areas and actors, as well
as multilateral consequences (the formation of problems, challenges, threats, trends and risks), the identification of which can be carried out by six groups
of factors: natural, biological, technical, economic, social, managerial. The relationship of international conflicts and the development of tourism in countries
were considered. It was revealed that the intensification of the international conflict in the country, as a rule, on the one hand leads to the outflow of local
residents from the region (an increase in the number of domestic tourists and emigrants), and on the other hand, to a decrease in the entry of international
tourists and immigrants. Using the example of considering the historical dynamics of the development of conflicts and the tourism industry, the authors
propose a classification of groups of countries according to the impact of international conflicts on tourist activity. The first group is countries with a large
influence of international conflicts on tourism (countries that actively participate in international conflicts and this significantly affects the number of tourist
flows). The second group — countries with an average impact of international conflicts on tourism (countries that participate in international conflicts and this
noticeably affects the number of tourist flows). The third group consists of countries with a small impact of international conflicts on tourism (countries that
passively participate in international conflicts, but this only slightly affects the number of tourist flows). The fourth group includes countries not participating
in international confilicts (all other countries that do not have any international conflicts on their territory and do not take part in them in other regions).

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INTERNATIONAL CONFLICTS AND TOURISM: CHARACTERISTICS, RELATIONSHIP, DEVELOPMENT

The purpose of the article. The safety of a tourist is one of the determining factors for choosing a tour
and a lot of attention is paid to this issue from international organizations, leaders of state, travel agencies and
researchers. International conflicts have a significant negative impact on tourism, because the tourism industry
for the vast majority of tourists (not counting the organization of extreme and business tours) involves provid-
ing comfort.

Methodology. The goal of the article is research influence of international conflicts on tourism, for which the
following goals have been set and solved: to consider the content, forms, areas of manifestation and effects of
international conflicts; to determine the relationship between international conflicts and tourism development in
the regions; identify the measure of the impact of international conflicts on tourism activity in countries.

The article uses a systematic and dialectical approach, as well as general scientific methods of abstraction,
comparative analysis, synthesis, grouping, generalization.

Results. The article defines the content and features of the conflict development at various managerial
levels. Personal level (involvement of individual tourists, local residents and migrants); micro level (the staff of
enterprises in the tourism and hospitality industry, transport companies, as well as other local institutions, firms
and organizations are subjects of conflicts); mesoscale (parties to the conflict are associative structures, local
governments, territorial communities, etc.); macro level (the conflict develops between the state authorities of
the countries); global level (international organizations, regional associations, TNCs intervene in the conflict).

Itis highlighted that the emergence of international conflicts has different causes and consequences, which
lead to the formation of various problems, challenges, threats, trends and risks.

The relationship of international conflicts and the development of tourism in countries were considered.
It was revealed that the intensification of the international conflict in the country, as a rule, on the one hand
leads to the outflow of local residents from the region (an increase in the number of domestic tourists and emi-
grants), and on the other hand, to a decrease in the entry of international tourists and immigrants.

Practical implications. The article identifies six groups of factors of the influence of international conflicts
on tourism: natural (due to military operations, technological disasters and the consequences of the operation
of military equipment, a destructive impact on the environment is carried out, as a result of which the recre-
ational attractiveness of landscapes, water and air resources is damaged); biological (due to anthropogenic
and technogenic effects, harm is caused or death occurs in plant organisms, animals and people); technical
(there is damage or destruction of industrial objects: houses, structures, roads, vehicles, communications and
other objects); economic (as a result of inflation, force majeure, loss, theft, robbery or weaning, there is a loss
of resources of tourists, travel companies and infrastructure companies working in the tourism industry); social
(due to a significant discrepancy in communication, mental, cultural, ethical and other attitudes, social conflicts
and destruction arise); managerial (due to the difference in worldview, religious values, ideology, regulatory
framework, as well as the actions of public authorities).

Valueloriginality. Using the example of considering the historical dynamics of the development of conflicts
and the tourism industry, the authors propose a classification of four groups of countries according to the
impact of international conflicts on tourist activity. The first group is countries with a large influence of inter-
national conflicts on tourism (countries that actively participate in international conflicts and this significantly
affects the number of tourist flows). The second group — countries with an average impact of international
conflicts on tourism (countries that participate in international conflicts and this noticeably affects the number
of tourist flows). The third group consists of countries with a small impact of international conflicts on tourism
(countries that passively participate in international conflicts, but this only slightly affects the number of tourist
flows). The fourth group includes countries not participating in international conflicts (all other countries that do
not have any international conflicts on their territory and do not take part in them in other regions).
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
