Every human being comes into the world as if he/she were the bearer of a ready-made script for a theatrical work that it is up to him/her to stage throughout life, of which he/she will be at the same time the director, the actor, the protagonist, the set designer. From the interaction between these personal 'scripts' our lives emerge, our world emerges, the realities emerge in which each of us becomes what we are.
There is no reality that does not rise as a result from the clash between all the theatrical scripts carried from birth.
A given individual performance, that is, the set of actions of a single human life, can be understood, evaluated, or judged by only considering the corresponding script's perspective he or she is due to represent.
Every individual fight for self-affirmation, for personal power, takes place as a fight against the resistance other performances offer to our unique, singular dramatic plot.
Besides striving to remain faithful to our screenwriting at all costs, we soon face an inexorable truth: to act properly our roles, we depend on every other human lives' performance alongside ours.
