Readers are awaiting a new encounter
with stories united under the common title
Why We Are in Need of Tales. Let me remind
you that these deep philosophical books were
written by Maria daVenza Tillmanns, a profes-
sional philosopher dedicated to the study of
philosophizing with children, who has gained
valuable experience in this field. Maria’s books
are inspired by her work with her students at
El Toyon Elementary School in National City
(California), with whom Maria held philosophy
with children classes for three years before
COVID-19. With parental permission, the chil-
dren provided their drawings, which are used
as illustrations for the books.

| read Why We Are in Need of Tales, Part Il
with great pleasure.

The focus of this book is on making deci-
sions, sometimes very hard decisions. In Part
II, the focus is on dreams — hopes and wishes
we have for life. This book looks at how we
may best decide how to make those hopes
and wishes come true. And the answer Huk
and Tuk suggest is deceptively easy: by making
decisions “with your eyes wide open.” (5, p. ix).

The author of this excellent book managed
to describe how to make decisions with your
eyes wide open through the playful dialogue
between Huk and Tuk. The books are written
in dialogue so the reader immediately plunges
into the context of a lively conversation. Dia-
logue not only sharpens attention, but also in-
vites the reader to participate in the conversa-
tion. In this way, the reader becomes a listener
at the same time.

In these stories, simple in content, but deep
in meaning, the author managed to reflect the
main existential questions that sooner or later
arise in each of us. These questions address
issues of everyday life, loneliness, authenticity,
the integrity of the individual, life and death.
And essentially, all are contingent on how we
make our decisions in life.

The first story Huk and Tuk discuss with
each other is the tale “Always” (in Grasshopper
on the Road) by Arnold Lobel. Tillmanns makes
an interesting transition from a routine and
orderly existence in the world of everyday life,
as portrayed by the butterflies in the story, to
the theme of the meaning (meaninglessness)
of life, providing a brilliant interpretation of
Camus in the dialogue between Huk and Tuk.
In the end, Tuk concludes: “Do you think that
what matters isn't whether you always do the
same thing or always something different, but
that you decide what you do?” (5, p. 8).
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In the second story, “Alone,” (in Days with
Frog and Toad), also by Arnold Lobel, | enjoyed
the transition from the theme of painful loneli-
ness to the theme of peaceful solitude, when

Tuk says: “I think it's like when you and | sit
quietly together gazing at the world around us.
We're alone and we're together.” (5, p. 15)

The third story Huk and Tuk discuss is The
Missing Piece, by Shel Silverstein, which perfect-
ly describes the understanding of the integrity
of the person. Integrity is more than the sum
of its parts and cannot be divided into sepa-

rate parts, such a pieces that make up a whole.
“I think Sandy might have actually felt more
whole without the missing piece, Huk replied.
(5, p- 21) “So, she was whole all along but didn't
realize it? Tuk asked.” (5, p. 22) This is excellent!
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The Giving Tree, also by Shel Sivlerstein,
does seem to contrast the integrity of the
tree versus the tree as comprised of separate
parts, her apples, her branches, her trunk. This
is a very moving story about the relationship
between a tree and a boy over time. Yes, of
course, the tree has sacrificed everything (her
apples, her branches, her trunk) in the name
of love, but paradoxically even when she is
dead and has nothing (no parts) left to give
she continues to be useful. Even death is not

the limit for true and devoted love. The giving
tree tells the boy: “I'm just an old stump, she
said. And the boy replied, | don't need very
much now, maybe just a quiet place to sit and
rest. Well then, the tree said, come sit and
rest. Stumps are good for sitting on and rest-
ing. And the boy did. And the tree was happy.”
(5, p. 31). Perhaps in this tale one can see the
reconciliation of the “old” boy with his life and
remorse for everything he did “with his eyes
closed.”

The story about Tico and the Golden Wings,
by Leo Lionni, is also a wonderful tale. A bird
named Tico gives all his golden feathers away
in the name of friendship. And Tuk decided
that “the tree gave everything to a boy who
only wanted more, but Tico gave to people who
really needed — not just wanted — the things
Tico gave.” (5, p. 39). This story also describes
an interesting feature of true friendship. To be

equal in friendship does not at all mean to be
the same as everyone else, as Tico's friends
seem to think. Life experience gives the abil-
ity to be friends, to be equal with others, yet
remain independent of the opinions of oth-
ers and not be offended by the inexperience
of others. Tico was happy to be back with his
friends, even though they would never know
all he had experienced sharing his unique in-
dividuality.
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The last story, Doctor De Soto, by William
Steig, is a real psychological thriller that keeps
the reader in suspense. Once upon a time
there was the mouse named Doctor De Soto.
He was — we believe — the only dentist in his
small town. He and his wife, who was also his
assistant, helped all animals, large and small.
Then one day his sworn enemy, a hungry fox,
comes to this mouse-dentist. But the fox has
a problem — he has a toothache. Is it worth it
for us to help our enemies, even knowing that
you can become a victim of their deceit? Two
aspects of the story are brilliantly interwoven:
on the one hand the story describes the ex-
ternal events, on the other hand, it reveals the
thoughts and internal reasoning of the charac-
ters. It also shows how our intentions do not
always coincide with our actions. The problem
of difficult moral choices found a reasonable
solution. Huk decided that “given what they

I think the book is wonderful, and would
highly recommend it to Huk and Tuk fans of all
ages. After all, it was the study of philosophy with
children that inspired Maria daVenza Tillmanns
to write these whimsical stories containing deep
philosophical ideas that help to establish com-
munication on many life problems, both young
and not-so-very-young readers. Therefore, this
book can be recommended not only for indi-
vidual reading, but also for collective reading in
groups, and it can also be a teaching, practical
tutorial in order to engage in philosophy with
children and others. Hopefully these stories will
inspire and challenge our own thinking.

were willing to do for him, they then had to
do what they needed to do to save their own
lives from a fox who was ready to eat them”
(5, p- 53). “And so, they also took responsibility
for lying to the fox in order to save their own
lives.” (5, p. 53). Indeed, sometimes it happens
that our words lie, but at the same time our
actions are truthful. The De Sotos lied about
the ointment but only so they could finish their
job helping the fox. Making choices, as the De
Sotos did, “with open eyes” means making rea-
sonable and responsible decisions, overcom-
ing reactions based on fear or naivete. Perhaps
this story indicates a transition from the formal
Kantian ethics of duty to situational ethics. The
situation is always unique and unrepeatable.
For such a situation, there are no general, pre-
determined solutions. These situations are not
only trials, but also call for the manifestation
of humaneness in its entirety.
